Citation Guidelines for BNDS Pre-AP Chemistry
We will follow the American Chemical Society (ACS) style for citing references in our lab reports and review articles. The following website from Williams College provides an excellent summary of the ACS citation recommendations:

In-Text Citations

The ACS suggests three different ways of formatting in-text citations. You can choose any of the three, but I suggest either superscripts or italic numbers for the most professional look:

Superscript numbers - 
(At the end of the cited information)

Fluoridated water as well as various fluoride products such as toothpaste provide fluoride ions necessary for remineralization.¹

(Within the cited information)
Rakita¹ states that fluoridated water as well as various fluoride products such as toothpaste provide fluoride ions necessary for remineralization.

Italic numbers - 
(At the end of the cited information)
Fluoridated water as well as various fluoride products such as toothpaste provide fluoride ions necessary for remineralization (1).

(Within the cited information)
Rakita (1) states that fluoridated water as well as various fluoride products such as toothpaste provide fluoride ions necessary for remineralization.

Reference Section
At the end of your lab report or review article, you should have a reference section listing all of the sources you used while writing your report. Below are some examples of references for sources you may use the most often:
