Preparing a Lab Notebook
Your lab notebook will contain all the experimental procedures, data, and observations you collect in lab this semester, as well as your pre-lab questions.

Important: you must bring your lab notebook to every lab. You will lose 10% of your grade for a lab if you forget to bring your notebook.

Important: Do not tear your pre-lab questions out of your lab notebook. I will check them for completion at the beginning of each lab.

To prepare your lab notebook:

1. The first page is your Title page. Write ‘Chemistry’, your name, and ‘Spring 2012’.

2. The second and third pages are your Table of Contents. Write ‘Table of Contents’ at the top of the second page. Make two columns labeled ‘Experiment’ and ‘Page’.
